v Applicants are eligible to apply for an undergraduate degree program if they are in the final two years.

Preference will be given to final year.

v Applicants are eligible to apply for a post graduate program if they are in their final two years. If
applicant was funded for undergraduate by NunatuKavut, they will only be eligible to apply for post
graduate funding in their final year.

v Preference will be given to programs that meet current labour market demand.

Please note:

Applicants can make their choice for two semesters during the fiscal year.
Bursaries will be based on budgets and demand to a maximum of $7,500 per semester.

All required documents must be submitted before bursary will be assessed.
